• FORGIVEN, and therefore RECONCILED

• “And you, who once were alienated and hostile in 
mind, doing evil deeds, he has now reconciled in 
his body of flesh by his death…” Col 1:21
• “For if while we were enemies we were reconciled

to God by the death of his Son, much more, now 
that we are reconciled, shall we be saved by his 
life. More than that, we also rejoice in God 
through our Lord Jesus Christ, through whom we 
have now received reconciliation.” Rom 5:10-11

dividing wall of hostility…, that he might… 
reconcile us both to God in one body through 
the cross, thereby killing the hostility.  …So then 
you are no longer strangers and aliens, but you 
are fellow citizens with the saints and members
of the household of God…   Eph 2:14,16,19

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• Through Christ…RECONCILED with God’s people

• “But as it is, God arranged the members in the 
body, each one of them, as he chose. If all were a 
single member, where would the body be? As it 
is, there are many parts, yet one body. The eye 
cannot say to the hand, ‘I have no need of you,’ 
nor again the head to the feet, ‘I have no need of 
you.’  …Now you are the body of Christ and 
individually members of it.” 1 Cor 12:18-21,27
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When	the	body’s	HURTING?	
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• Health issues?

• Brokenness….division amongst the members?

• Sometimes the head is not doing well

• Maybe a particular member is hurting
• YET…it is ONE body
• The other members are to care for those in need

• Must not remain divided – it’s ONE body

• The members NEED…and RELY UPON one another
